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Introduction

In order to further develop its stock exchange operations, the Frankfurt Stock Exchange (FWB®) has
digitalised the administrative processes involved in the admission, Section 32 (1) of the German Stock
Exchange Act (BorsG), and the introduction, Section 38 (1) B6rsG, of securities. Henceforth, admissions
and introductions must be applied for via the electronic platform ("eListing platform"), which is
provided by FWB for this purpose. The migration impacts the admission of shares, debt securities
(including frame admissions), ETFs, ETCs and ETNs as well as the introduction of these types of
securities. Only in the event of a major interruption in the availability of the elisting platform may
applications for the admission and introduction of securities be made by e-mail to an e-mail address
expressly provided by FWB for this purpose.

This handbook is intended to support you when setting up access credentials and subsequently using
the elisting platform.

Currently, the elisting platform is available for the admission and introduction of shares, bonds, ETFs,
ETNs, ETCs and funds.

Applications for

- Withdrawals

- Prime Standard admissions/Prime Standard withdrawals (segment change)

- Corporate actions (split, name change, withdrawal of availability, ex quotations, etc.)
- The introduction of tendered shares, new shares, subscription rights trading

- The admission and introduction of certificates representing shares

will continue to be made by e-mail or fax.

Applications for admitting securities on Deutsche Bérse AG's Regulated Unofficial Market on the FWB
must be submitted via the electronic platform "eListing Open Market". Separate access credentials
must be applied for and used for this purpose.

Applications for admitting structured products will be made via Borse Frankfurt Zertifikate AG's
electronic platform. Separate access credentials must also be applied for here.
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2 General

2.1 Terms of use

The Member Section terms of use apply to the use of the Member Section. You can find these terms
of use here.

The provider of the Member Section is Deutsche Bérse AG ("DBAG"), Mergenthalerallee 61, DE-65760
Eschborn.

The provider of the "elisting platform" is the Frankfurt Stock Exchange, Borsenplatz 4, DE-60313
Frankfurt am Main.

2.2 Technical requirements

= To use the elisting platform, we recommend using the latest version of Google Chrome,
although other browsers are also supported.

= |n order to use the elisting platform, SSL (Secure Socket Layer) and Java Script must be
enabled.

=  We recommend a screen resolution of at least 1920 x 1080 pixels for optimal website display
quality.

= |f you have any problems with these requirements, please contact the systems administrator
at your organisation.

2.3 Data protection

The protection of your privacy when processing personal data is an important concern for us, which is
why we take this into account in all our business processes. Personal data is collected, processed and
used exclusively in accordance with the data protection regulations of the country in which the
authority responsible for data processing is located.

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3 Access and role allocation

All issuers, co-applicants and their representatives who wish to apply for the admission and
introduction of securities to the FWB and who have previously been granted access to the "elisting
platform" may use the elisting platform.

The elisting platform is a web-based application which has been integrated into Deutsche Borse AG's
existing customer portal for FWB and Eurex traders (Member Section) as additional functionality. If
you or your company already have access to the Member Section's customer portal (e.g. "eListing Open
Market" for admitting securities to the Regulated Unofficial Market), you will need to register
separately to activate the new "eListing platform" (Regulated Market) functionality.

The process for setting up access is made up of three essential steps, as illustrated in the diagram
below. Details of the technical set-up process can be found in Section 4: Setting up user access.

3.1 First step: registration

In order to register the company, a completed application form signed by the company's authorised
signatories must be provided. The "elisting platform application form" is available to download here.
As part of the application process, the company must designate a so-called central coordinator ("CC")
who will be responsible for managing the user accounts and access rights for the eListing platform and
ensuring that only authorised employees are granted access; in future, employee authorisation will
replace the signing of application forms in PDF format (this was the procedure before the introduction
of the eListing platform). The CC must be an employee of the company. No CC from another company

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can be appointed. A deputy to the CC can be appointed to represent the CC in their absence, which
we recommend. After the registration application has been reviewed and approved by the FWB, the
CC will receive an e-mail with login details and further information on how to set up access to the
elListing platform for the company's employees. The Frankfurt Stock Exchange, c/o Deutsche Borse AG,
Listings & Regulatory Services Regulated Market, e-mail: elisting.rm@deutsche-boerse.com, must be
informed of any changes regarding the information that the registration was based on without delay.

Following successful registration, the CC can set up further users (administrators/agents) in the
Member Section, approve access requests from other employees from their company and manage the
access rights of employees from their company. Users who wish to access the elisting platform should
contact their company's designated CC directly. The CC can also set themselves up as a user.

3.2 Second step: allocation of access rights: admin and/or agent

In a second step, the CC grants the employee from their company rights as an "elisting regulated
market administrator" (hereinafter "admin") and/or as an "elisting regulated market agent"
(hereinafter "agent") in the Member Section. Employees who are set up as an admin in the Member
Section are authorised to set up or manage user groups (e.g. "Shares Team" or "Project IPO XY") and
assign the rights of the company's employees in the elisting platform (e.g. read, write and approval
rights); in this role, they cannot see or process admission and introduction applications. Employees set
up as agents in the Member Section, on the other hand, can submit, view, process and/or approve
admission and introduction applications within the scope of the rights granted to them by the admin.
The CC can set themselves up as an admin and/or agent within the Member Section. The variable
structuring of the rights is intended to take account of the different requirements within companies.

3.3 Third step: setting up groups and allocating user roles

As part of the third step, the admin can set up different groups directly in the elisting platform and
assign access rights to individual employees. The ability to view and process applications can therefore
be restricted to a specific group of users (e.g. Equity Issuing Desk or Project XY). When issuing an
admission or introduction application, you as an admin can determine which groups can view, process
or approve an application, taking into account your company's guidelines. If necessary, a separate
group can also be created for each process.

Details on how to set up groups in the administration area of the elisting platform are set out in the
section titled "Administration".
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4 Setting up user access

4.1 Login/registration

Regardless of your role in the future use of the elisting platform (CC, admin or agent), you as a user
must first set up your personal user account in the Member Section as your access portal to the eListing
platform. To set up your personal user account for the first time, log into the Deutsche Borse Group's
Member Section using the login credentials that you received by e-mail.

To do this, please click on "LOG IN" at the top right of the Member Section homepage. Then enter your
user name and password and click on "LOG IN".

Once you have successfully entered your details, you will be prompted to select your second factor
authentication method. This allows you to determine the medium through which you would like to
receive your so-called "verification code". To do this, however, you must have set up the respective
medium in the Member Section beforehand.

Each new login attempt requires you to select one of the two-factor authentication methods offered;
that is, firstly you enter the e-mail address and password registered to your account, then you select

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your two-factor authentication medium ("e-mail", "mobile" or "SMS") and lastly you request the
second factor for the login by clicking "Send verification code". The verification code will then be sent
via the medium you specify: "e-mail", "mobile" or "SMS". You must then enter the code in the text
field provided in the login area of the Member Section.

As soon as you are logged in to the Member Section access portal, you can access the eListing platform
via a link in the "eListing" section (on the left-hand side of the homepage). No further login process is
required to use the platform (so-called single sign on procedure [SSO]). However, before you can use
the elisting platform, the CC must activate you as a user.

4.2 Requesting access authorisation for the elisting platform

As a CC, you apply for your own access authorisation for the elisting platform via the icon at the top
right of the page next to your name and your company under "My Profile". In the menu, select the
sub-item "Permissions" which will bring up "eListing Regulated Market Agent" or "eListing Regulated
Market Administrator"” as options. Then select an authorisation by clicking on the corresponding box

and save your selection via the "Save" button at the bottom right of the screen.

4.3 Approving access authorisations

If you are the CC, you can set up your own access permission. You must log in again to implement any
changes.

If you are not the CC, your authorisation request will be sent to the CC by e-mail for approval. The CC
can then approve, extend or remove the rights you have applied for. Upon successful approval, you
will receive another e-mail with a link to the Member Section where you can set your personal
password.

4.4 Setting up new users
There are two ways to set up (other) new users:

The CC will see an overview of all the details entered for the new user in a final screen before they can
complete the process by pressing the "Submit" button.

Once this step is complete, the new user will receive an activation e-mail which will ask them to verify
their data and e-mail address via a link in the e-mail and confirm the registration. Once the entire
process is complete (this can take a few minutes), the new user will receive another e-mail asking them
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to set up a password. As soon as this is done, the user is successfully set up and can log in with their
new login details.

2. The user applies for access permission themselves and the CC approves the application

a) Setting up the function

In order to use self-registration, this function must first be activated by the CC. The function can be
enabled by clicking on "Central Coordinator" in the left menu bar of the user profile before selecting
"Manage Self-Registration".

In the screen that then opens, the "Self-Registration" switch must be set to "on". Afterwards, all
domains which are to be considered trustworthy for self-registration have to be added (this means
putting them on a "white list"), as shown in the diagram below.

After entering the code sent to the above-mentioned e-mail address, you can then enter your first and

last name and set a password. Once this process is complete, you will receive an e-mail as a new user
asking you to complete the setup of your profile. After your profile has been set up, the CC will be
informed by e-mail that access has been requested and will be asked to process the request by
following a link in the e-mail.

The CC can then view the pending access requests in their access area of the Member Section by
clicking on the profile symbol at the very top right of the window and then on "Tasks". By clicking on
the respective requesting user in the column on the left under "Permission request", the CC can select
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the user's access rights. Clicking on the "Approve" button at the bottom right of the window completes
the process.

Once the application has been approved by the CC, confirmation will be sent to your e-mail address.

4.5 Deactivating a user

Users cannot be removed via the elisting platform. The CC deactivates user access in the Member
Section by removing admin or agent rights. Once you have been deactivated as a user, all permissions
will be reset to the default settings and you will be removed as a user from the user overview in the
elisting platform.

It is also possible for an admin to effectively deactivate an agent in the elisting platform by revoking
the user's rights for all user groups. The user will still be able to log in to the eListing platform, but they
will no longer be able to view or access applications.

5 elisting platform — opening the application

To access the elisting platform via the link within the Member Section access portal, please click on
"eListing" in the left menu bar. This will bring up all applications for which you have been activated in
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the control panel, or, at least, — after successful registration for the elisting platform — the "Listing
Regulated Market" button.

Clicking on the "Listing Regulated Market" button first opens up a short description of the application
together with a link ("Link to application") which opens the electronic tool for admitting and listing
securities on the Regulated Market, the "eListing platform", in a separate window.

The default view is
the "Home" view. This also shows you all administrative processes, including their status and other
details.

The elisting platform is divided into the following areas:

In the page header, you will see the name of the application on the left and the page name of the page
you are currently on within the eListing platform.

On the right side of the header is the meta level. In the meta level you can log in and out, find help and
change your language preference. If you click on your name, your contact details will be displayed.

On the left-hand side of the page is the navigation menu. This is divided into

The menu item that is currently displayed is highlighted in grey in the navigation menu. The selected
menu item's page opens up in the main window, whilst its own navigation bar also opens up
underneath the menu item. The navigation of the page areas is described separately in the respective
section of this handbook.

In addition to the status of the application, there are a number of icons that appear to the left of the
status. These icons further qualify the status and indicate whether there is a need for action on your
part. The standard icons corresponding to each status are listed below:

When an action is required from your side, an exclamation mark is displayed instead of standard
icons. This can have several meanings for different application statuses, e.g. in the status “In
Progress” it could mean that a field needs to be filled out or a document needs to be uploaded, and
in the status “Approved” it means that the documents uploaded from the FWB side should be
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reviewed. You can click on the application and then check which tab requires the action based on the
validation results.

The next column, "Application Type", indicates the type of process: admission, frame admission or
introduction.

The "Application No" column contains application numbers for each process.
The "Issuer Name" column shows the issuer company of the securities.

The "Security Type" column shows you which type of security the process relates to. The options are
(provided processes for these security types have already been created or saved as drafts):

e Shares
e Bond
e Funds
e ETF

e ETC

e ETN

The "ISIN" column lists the ISIN for each security.
In the "Sent on" column you can see the day when the application was submitted to the FWB.

In the "(Desired) Effective Date" column the so-called desired date for the requested process
(according to the application) is displayed. Please note that this date is not a date confirmed by the
FWB, but merely indicates the date when the applicant wishes the requested process to be
implemented according to the information provided in the application.

A final column, "Visible for", shows which groups (see 3.3 Third step: setting up groups and allocating
user roles) this process is visible for.

Clicking here allows you to
download all data displayed in the home view and save it as a CSV file.

Depending on the menu item selected, the respective page will then open on the right in the main
window, along with a separate navigation bar.

8.1 Your Account

In the "Your Account" area, you can access your own contact details as well as your own permissions.
In area under the heading "Overview of own rights", you can see the rights that have been set up for
you as a user (administrator and/or agent) within the Member Section.

By clicking "Show Administrator(s)" you can display the company's admins.

In the area on the right under the heading "Group rights", you can see which groups you have been
given read, write or approval rights for.
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Below the two aforementioned areas you will see your own contact details. Under the heading "Phone
Nr." you will see the telephone numbers you have provided. You can add another telephone number
via the "+" symbol. If you have provided several telephone numbers, you can set your default number
by pressing the asterisk symbol. A black filled star symbol confirms this selection. Under the heading
"E-mail" you can view your e-mail addresses and add further e-mail addresses via the "+" symbol. Here,
too, you can designate your default e-mail address with a black asterisk. You will also see the e-mail
address and telephone number you provided when you set up your user account details in the Member
Section. You can make changes to these details in the user account details area within the Member
Section.

By ticking the box below the e-mail addresses, you agree to receive information about changes to your
application by e-mail. We recommend that you do this, as otherwise you have to check for any changes
manually. Regardless of the way that you decide to receive information regarding changes to your
applications, you will always receive details on decisions and resolutions adopted by the FWB.

In the field labelled "Department" you can enter the exact name of your department.

8.2 Your Addresses

The "Your Addresses" section allows you to view and save all the contact addresses you need for
processing applications. The addresses stored here will be available to select during the application
process. The addresses initially used originate from Deutsche Borse AG's client administration system.

In an overview table, you can see rows of addresses you have already saved. The columns display
details of the street, house number, additional address information, postcode, city and country of the
respective address.

You can create a new contact address by clicking on "Add Address". Another field then opens where
you can enter the relevant details such as the street, house number, any additional information,
postcode, city and country of the new contact. Fields marked with an asterisk are mandatory.
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All address entries can be exported and saved as a CSV file.

8.3 Group Administration

In the "Group Administration" area, you can see all the groups that you have set up — provided you
are set up as an admin —and add new groups.

You can create a new group by clicking on "Add Group". Another field will then open where you can
give your new group a name (for example "ETPs", "Bonds" or "Project XY"). In the next field you select
the status of your new group and thus determine whether the group should be active already or
initially still inactive. The status of a group can be changed at any time.

After setting up a new group, you can assign individual users to this group together with their roles in
the "User Administration" area (see 8.4).
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In the table you will see an overview of the groups you have set up along with further details. The rows
display the groups you have set up, and in the columns you can see the further details for each group.
These further details include:

e the group name (the name you gave the group)

e the status of the group (whether the group is active or inactive)

e the number of assigned delegations

e the number of applications assigned to this group as "visible"

e the number of users who have been assigned a role (read, write or approve) in this group

The "pencil" icon at the end of the line for each group allows you to edit the entries, whilst the "bin"
icon can be used to delete the respective entry (or group) completely.

Here too, it is possible to export and save all entries as a CSV file.
In addition, the admin can perform the following functions in this area:
Activation (action = add new group):

This means adding a new group set to "active" to the list. By default, no user is assigned to the group
and the group's status is set to "active".

Deactivation (set status to inactive):

A user assigned to a group that has been deactivated can still see the applications contained in that
group. The deactivated group can also still be assigned to other users (it is visible to the admin in the
user maintenance interface as the number of users). Even if a group is inactive, applications that are
"In Progress" can still be finalised/submitted. However, creating draft applications or registering new
processes is not possible for inactive groups. The deactivated group is not displayed in the drop-down
selection within the application process. An inactive group can be reactivated at any time.

Reactivation (reset status to active):

An inactive group can be reactivated. The group will reappear in the group drop-down selection list for
a new application.

Deletion (number of applications set to zero)

Only groups with no existing application and delegation allocations can be deleted. In such cases, the
"Delete" button will be visible to the administrator.

Rename (change group name and submit):

Groups can be renamed. All application/user roles linked to the "old" group are transferred to (remain
with) the "new" renamed group.
